The COG's “Vision for the National Capital Region in the Twenty-First Century” is largely silent on the
contributions that historical and cultural resources can make towards achievement of the region’s sustainability
and livability goals. This is a significant oversight — particularly considering the fact that historic resources often
comprise the basic fabric of the “established neighborhoods” that the COG seeks to enhance. In Maryland alone,
the counties of Frederick, Montgomery, and Prince George’s include over 250 sites and districts listed on the
National Register of Historic Places which encompass many hundreds of historic properties. It is important to
recognize that rehabilitation and adaptive reuse of these resources is a green building practice — one that takes
advantage of existing infrastructure, saves greenfields, and does not create landfill waste. Further, these non-
renewable resources have value as important place making tools that preserve and enhance community
character. While historical and cultural resources contributions to a neighborhood’s “livability” seems to be
acknowledged by the COG in so far as historic resources are cited as a potential “livability indicator,” the body of
the COG'’s Vision does not directly address a role for historical and cultural resource preservation in the 21st
century. Opportunities to address historic preservation values include expansion of the “Land Use” goal to
address this element and including text to this effect in the “Sustainability” and “Livability” sections of the
document. As a technical note, the measure of the “number of historical sites” which is cited as a “livability
indicator” is too vague to be meaningful. A specific measure such as “number of locally designated historic sites
and districts” or “number of National Register listed sites and districts” would be more appropriate.
